And they say that the
manager insists that the
agreement Fantasia signed
runs through February
2005, an ENQUIRER inves-
tigation reveals.

LOSE TITLE

Ifthat’s true, Fantasia—a
19-year-old single mom
from High Point, N.C. — vio-
lated the program’s rules,
making her ineligible to
compete on “Idol” and
she could be stripped of
the title.

That means runner-up
Diana DeGarmo — who lost
by just 1.3 million out of 65
million votes cast on “Idol’s”
May 26 finale — would be
installed as the new “Ameri-
can Idol”!

“If the manager’s claims
are true, then clearly
Fantasia lied her way onto

the show,” an inside source
tells The ENQUIRER.

“She must have known
she wasn’t qualified to com-
pete if she had an existing
contract.”

According tothe entrance
requirements outlined on

the “Idol” Web site: “In |
order to be eligible, the con- |

testants are not permitted

‘Let’s just say
the contract is
valid another
eight months’

to have any CURRENT |

recording or talent manage-
ment agreements.”

Despite that, Fantasia |

signed a release stipulating

she had no existing con- |

tracts, sources say.

After winning
Fantasia landed a contract
with BMG

“IdOi,” E

tion with a major agency.
But according to sources
who spoke to “manager”
Tracy Smith of Atlanta,
Fantasia already had a man-

agement contract — with |

her! The future “Idol” win-
ner signed the deal with her
parents’ consent when she
