1rlo/ J champion who made Billboard History with her first record "l Believe" in June,
is set to release her deblt album FREE YOURSELF. The album, ariving in stores
November 23", will feature guest appearances by Missy Elliott, who is producing three
tracks, and a host ofhitmakers that include Jermaine Dupri, Rodley Jetkins, Soulshock
& Carlin, The Underdogs, Jazze Pha, and others.

EBEE_!9-!BEEL!.album producer Clive Davis, Chairman and CEO, BMG
North America - who served as ajudge in the final stages of"American ldol" and
signed Frntasia to J Records in association with Americun ldol creator Simon Fuller's
l9 Recordings Ltd. - has ainounced that the artist's tirst single will be "Truth Is,"
produced by Soulshock & Karlin. "Truth Is" will.impact Urban dnd Rhythm radio orl
November 15"'. and Too 40 radio on November 29'''.

"Fantasia is the real deal, an aftist who is instantly identifiable and very much her own
person, " said Davis. "She will have a long and illustrious career."

In addition to reprising"l Beliere", FREE YOURSELF will include
Fantasia's show stopping version ofthe Gershwins' "Summertime," the song that
took her to the final round on the American 1dol competition. Fantasia made Billboard
history by becoming the first artist in the history ofBillboard's Hot 100 chart to debut at
Number I with her first record, "I Believe." "I Believe" is currently the best selling
single this year according to Neilsen Soundscan charts.

E!EE_!9!N.EL!\NiII also contain no less than three collaborations with
Missy Ellioft as producer and co-writer: "Selfish (I Wrnt U 2 Myself)" (featuring
Missy), the album title tune "Free Yourself' and "Good Lovin"'. Among the album's
other highlights: The Underdogs produced "Ain't Gon' Beg You" and "You Were
Always On My Mind" made famous by Willie Nelson, "Baby Mama" (co-written and



produced by Harold Lilly),'tDon't Act Right" (with Jazze Pha), "It's All Good" (with
Rodney Jerkins), "This Is Me" (The Underdogs), and'rcot Me Waiting" (produced
by Jermaine Dupri).

Dreams (Nov. l4'", NBC) as her idol, Aretha Franklin and she will perform on the
American ldol Christmal special (with Kelly Clarkson and Ruben Studdard) ai ng on
Fox on November 24"'.

As the pre-release campaign heats up in suppon of WL!!2!j!ELE, the
High Point, North Carolina native and single mother is proud ofthe work she has
accomplished on her debut album. "l want the songs I record to show different aspects
ofwhat l can do musically," she says, "t feel like God has blessed me and now l just
want to give something back.,."
